Directions: 
 
From Rt. 22: Take Rt. 33 South. *Get off at first exit 
(William Penn Highway), turn left, go approximately 
1/4 mile, turn left onto Chipman Road, continue on to 
stop sign and continue on to Retreat House, hidden 
from view, entry is on the right. 
   
 
From Rt. 78: Take Rt. 33 North to William Penn 
Highway (2nd exit), turn right, continue onto Chipman 
Road as above. 
 
From the West via Route 80 in PA 
Take Route 80 East to Route 33 South exit, take 1st 
exit (William Penn Highway), turn left, go approxi-
mately 1/4 mile *(see directions above). 
 
From the East via Route 80 
Take Route 80 West into Pennsylvania to  
Route 33 South exit, then follow directions  
above.* 
 
From Philadelphia area or PA Turnpike 
Take NE Extension of the PA Turnpike exiting at the 
Lehigh Valley Exit (Allentown/Bethlehem/Easton). 
Turn right after the toll booth onto  
Route 22 East towards NJ. Continue East to  
Route 33 South, Get off at Route 33 South, exit 
at first exit William Penn Highway,  
then follow directions above. *
